Nude Tai Chi (in VHS or dvd format) can be found online through Amazon.com and 
other similar venues; just Google the title. Nude Yoga and Nude Stretching are also 
available. I found it skimpy in educational or historical input on this ancient art & 
health practice, although the names of the positions/forms were shown as each one 
was demonstrated. It’s good as a follow along exercise tool, especially for the person 
who has already studied Tai Chi’s background or taken formal classes. The models 
move slowly enough so even a beginner can keep up and they gradually integrate the 
various forms into one smooth movement as the video progresses. The nudity is not 
prurient at all; in fact, that is the most valuable aspect of the instruction, as it allows 
the viewer to really see the body movments clearly. I am using it myself, having found 
Tai Chi to be very beneficial from past experience, and I give the video two stars 
(mostly for lack of explanatory content).
